SEDER MEAL 



ALL God’s people, in ALL places, and in ALL times are 
called to LOVE and to SERVE. 

For the past year, I have been fascinated with the fact 
that out of the world’s billions of people, there are no 
two faces exactly alike.  Not even identical twins are 
exactly alike. To the casual observer, they may look 
alike, but their parents and siblings can tell them apart.  
There is always some slight variance.  We all have the 
same attributes.  We all have a forehead, two ears, two 
eyes, a nose, a mouth, lips, eyebrows, and a chin.  But no 
two faces are exactly alike.  ―Totally fascinating‖. Then 
just recently, I read the following article.  It is taken from 
a book called ―The Language of God‖ by Francis Collins, 
an American-physicist and engineer, and also the head 
of the Human Genome Project. 

―During his nationwide tour with well-known Christian 
musician Chris Tomlin, speaker and author Louie Giglo, 
brought the American public’s attention to a very pecu-
liar molecule in the human body: Laminin.  Laminin is ac-
tually a protein adhesion molecule, meaning it is respon-
sible for holding us together right now.  It’s the rebar, the 
glue, which is literally holding all of our skin on, holding 
the linings of our organs on, and basically keeping us 
from being a pile of bones and flesh on the ground.‖  
What does Laminin look like?  It’s in the exact shape of a 
cross!  If you have a computer, ―Google‖ Laminin and 
see for yourself this amazing molecule.  Pretty cool, huh? 
Right now, as we sit here, we have thousands of tiny 
crosses holding us together; it’s almost like God put his 
stamp on each of us. You and I are walking masterpieces 
of God’s love and creativity, beings so complicated and 
detailed that there literally is no other person in the uni-
verse exactly like us.  No one.

The donor, 
donor family or estate of the donor will receive tax 
benefits, recognition and a legacy of support for 
the church.  When  approved, we will schedule one 
or more Ivey Family presentations from the UMC 
Foundation. 
 

The finance committee is also revising and enhanc-
ing the communication process to make our mem-
bers aware of the current church finances.

The 2009 Virginia Conference kit collection is being conducted to replenish the United Methodist Committee 
on Relief (UMCOR) supply. UMCOR’s Sager Brown Depot reports there is a need for all types of kits. Local 
churches are encouraged to collect items for any of the following most requested UMCOR kits and bring 

them to Annual Conference for delivery: 

Health Kits: 1 hand towel (15‖x25‖ up to 17‖x27‖, no kitchen towels); 1 washcloth; 1 comb (large and 
sturdy, not pocket-sized); 1 metal nail file or fingernail clippers (no emery boards or toenail clippers); 1 
bath-sized bar of soap (3 oz. and up); 1 toothbrush (single brushes only in original wrapper, no child-size 
brushes); 6 adhesive plastic strip sterile bandages (Band-Aids). (NOTE: DO NOT INCLUDE TOOTHPASTE! 
UMCOR Sager Brown is now purchasing toothpaste in bulk to be added to health kits before shipping to 

ensure that the product does not expire before they are sent.) Seal all items in a 1-gallon plastic bag.  

School Kits: 1 pair blunt scissors (rounded tip); 3 pads (or loose leaf) of 81/2‖x11‖ ruled paper (approx. 
250 sheets total); 1 30-centimeter ruler; 1 hand-held pencil sharpener; 6 unsharpened pencils with erasers; 
1 large eraser, 21/2‖; 1 box of 24 crayons (only 24). Prepare a 14‖x16‖ (finished size) cloth bag with 
handles and one of these three closures (Velcro, snap or button) and place items in the bag. (A pattern for 
making cloth bags is available from the UMCOR Web site at <http://gbgm-umc.org/umcor/schoolbag 

pattern>.  

Baby/Layette Kits: 6 cloth diapers; 2 shirts or 2 one-piece body suits; 2 baby washcloths; 2 gowns or 
sleepers; 2 diaper pins; 1 sweater open in the front; 2 receiving blankets. Bundle the items inside one of the 

receiving blankets and secure with the diaper pins. 

Sewing Kits: 3 yards of cotton or cotton-blend, solid color or print fabric (must be 3 yards of uncut fabric); 
1 pair sewing scissors; 1 package of needles; 1 spool of thread; 5-8 matching buttons. Wrap sewing no-

tions in the fabric and place in a sealed one-gallon plastic bag. 

IMPORTANT Packing Instructions: All items included in kits must be NEW items. All emergency kits are 
carefully planned to make them usable in the greatest number of situations. Since strict rules often govern 
product entry into international countries, it is important that kits contain only the requested items — nothing 

more. 

Do NOT include any personal notes, money or additional materials in the kits. These things must be re-
moved and will delay the shipment. Kits should be packed in boxes with only one type of kit in each box, 

with the contents clearly written on the outside of the box.  

Monetary donations include: $1 per kit for processing and shipping; $1 for UMCOR to purchase tooth-

paste.  

If you prefer UMCOR to provide kits for you, include: $12 for UMCOR to provide a health kit; $11 for 
UMCOR to provide a school kit; $35 for UMCOR to provide a baby/layette kit; $18 for UMCOR to pro-

vide a sewing kit. 

Include ALL monetary donations on one check, payable to ―Virginia Conference UMC,‖ earmarked for 

―Kits‖ and brought to the collection site. Do not place checks inside the boxes.  

Kits may be brought to the Norfolk Scope and dropped off at the trailer location (TBD). Receiving station 

hours are: Sunday, 3-7:30 p.m.; Monday, 7:30 a.m.-7:30 p.m.; Tuesday, 7:30 a.m.-2 p.m.
