Lay Leader’s Corner 
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     ALL God’s people in ALL places, and in ALL times, 

are called to LOVE and to SERVE. (MINISTRY OF THE 

LAITY) 

As we continue our Lenten journey to the cross, I 

hope each of you will take advantage of the special 

worship services being planned by the Worship 

Committee for Holy Week. 

Perhaps you have heard it said, “Every Sunday is 

Easter.”  For most Christians, Sunday is the Christian 

Sabbath.  When we think about the Ten Command-

ments and our obedience to honoring the Sabbath, 

we do not usually spend much time thinking about 

how Easter redefined not only the day we observed 

the Sabbath, but also the central theme around which 

we gather, the Resurrection. 

For most of us who are members of liturgical 

churches, our season of Lent ends with Holy Week.  

Holy Week marks the passion of Jesus Christ.  Within 

Holy Week, many liturgical churches celebrate what 

is called the Triduum, or the Three Days - a story that 

in the Bible goes from Thursday night until “early 

dawn” on Sunday. 

Worship on Maundy Thursday focuses on the Last 

Supper and more specifically Jesus’ “new Com-

mandment” that we are to love one another just as 

Jesus has loved us.  “Maundy” comes from the Latin 

word mandatum, which can be translated, 

“Commandment.” 

In both his Sermon on the Mount and the Sermon on 

the Plain, Jesus quotes the Golden Rule, but here, 

just before his arrest and crucifixion, Jesus offers 

something new saying, “Love as I love.”  In many 

ways Holy Week marks that statement.  Holy Week is 

a celebration of the lengths to which God will go to 

express and reveal God’s great love for us. 

Good Friday is good because it holds a promise.  

Good Friday reveals the worst sin humans can mus-

ter: beating, mocking, blaspheming, hating, and kill-

ing the one who came to save.   Good Friday is a sol-

emn day that focuses squarely on Jesus’ Passion – not 

mourning, but celebrating, with all humility, Christ’s 

life-giving sacrifice for the world. 

Vigil of Easter keeps the Word alive.  Those who 

celebrate with worship on Saturday know how 

long some of those vigil services can be, but 

they contain some of the most wonderful stories 

in the Bible.  The Vigil is about waiting and 

watching; it is about trusting the promise that the 

three days end in victory. 

Holy Week finally returns to the call and com-

mand of Maundy Thursday – to love as Christ 

loves.  Jesus returns from death bearing the 

marks of sin, bearing the wounds of the cross.  

He comes with peace and a commission to those 

who believe to go and serve and teach and take 

the Good News of salvation into the world that 

God loves. 

To love as Jesus loves is to go with Jesus on to 

Good Friday and Easter, believing that loving as 

Jesus loves means new life, the life that God in-

tends.  Otherwise we would be trapped by sin, 

forced to rely on the Golden Rule, trusting the 

lie that we can be sustained by an incomplete 

love, a limited love, and love that is defined by 

self-love.

How Welcoming Are We? 

Consider this: Newcomers may decide whether 

they are going to return to the church within the 

first 10 minutes of contact. That’s before the pas-

tor even preaches! Our opportunity to connect 

newcomers to Christian hospitality begins in the 

parking lot and extends along their journey for 

the next 10 minutes and beyond. Do we make 

others feel they are noticed, welcome and a val-

ued child of God in all places at all times? 

When we truly welcome people, we’re doing 

more than greeting them at the door. We’re con-

necting them to a community of believers and 

letting them know they are noticed and valued. 

We’re receiving them as if we’re meeting Christ. 

 

Two tips for the whole congregation to do each 

Sunday: 

CIRCLE OF 10: Greet anyone, member or guest, 

who comes within ten feet of you. Make a special 

effort to greet the people you don’t already know 

within your Circle of 10. 

RULE OF THREE: Try not to talk to other members 

for the first three minutes after the service. Talk only 

to those you don’t know and to people that you 

know are guests. It takes guests about three minutes 

to exit the church after worship so it’s important to 

make sure someone has made contact with them 

before they leave.
