The purpose of the Ivey finance com-

mittee is to identify, perfect, and man-

age the finance system of the congre-

gation.  The finance system is the 

processes of raising, managing, and 

dispersing the finances so that the 

mission and vision of the congrega-

tion can be achieved. 

 

As the chair, I am new to the role of 

church finance (but not new to man-

aging finances for business opera-

tions).  On Sunday January 18th, many 

of the Ivey committee chairs traveled 

to VUMAC in Blackstone to receive 

specialized training for their commit-

tee functions. This was very informa-

tive and I returned with several ideas 

that can be implemented, some by the 

finance committee, but most through 

the combined efforts of several com-

mittees and the administrative coun-

cil.  In addition to this training, Craig 

Purcell, as chair of the Admin Coun-

cil, held a training session and has 

established a good management and 

reporting plan to keep the committees 

focused, efficient, informative and 

accountable for achieving their in-

tended purpose. 

 

This past year, Ivey operated on a 

very tight budget and met most of its 

obligations but fell short of meeting 

its apportionments.  Previously, many 

(including myself) may not have un-

derstood apportionments. 

 

Apportionments: It is simply, a por-

tion of your giving that goes to the 

general United Methodist Church 

(UMC) to support programs on a na-

tional and international level, which 

have been agreed upon by lay and 

clergy delegates of the General Con-

ference. The UMC shares the cost of 

these ministries, with each local 

church being responsible for contrib-

u t i n g  a  f a i r  p o r t i o n  o r 

"apportionment." 

 

There are a number of paths forward 

to ensure that Ivey has a good finan-

cial foundation to fulfill its responsi-

bilities to our congregation, our com-

munity and the UMC mission respon-

sibilities worldwide (apportionments). 

 

An important path forward should 

include (if you will allow me to use a 

business analogy) the need to increase 

our customer base.  This is a role for 

every Ivey member to invite a friend, 

neighbor, coworker, relative, etc to 

our church and share the joys of serv-

ing God and making Christ part of 

their lives as well as ours.
