The 227" Session of the Virginia Annual Conference of the
United Methodist Church will convene in Norfolk, Virginia from
June 14-17, 2009.

United Methodists meeting in this year’s annual sessions will
vote on 32 proposed constitutional amendments, many of them
related to the denomination’s structure as a global body.

Members of the 62 U.S. annual conferences and the 73 confer-
ences in Africa, Europe and Asia will consider 23 amendments
approved earlier by the 2008 General Conference. The amend-
ments, proposed by the Task Force on the Worldwide Nature of
the Church are for the creation of regional conferences to estab-
lish a uniform denominational structure.

The legislation would make it possible to create a U.S. regional
conference in the future. Each annual conference would belong
to a regional conference that will be able to organize into jurisdic-
tional conferences if the amendments are passed by the 2009 An-
nual Conference sessions.

The remaining nine amendments are related to church and confer-
ence membership; annual and jurisdictional conference composi-
tion, including boundaries; inclusiveness of the church; represen-
tation of newly created conferences at general, jurisdictional and
central conferences; the judicial council; episcopal elections; fi-
duciary responsibility; and clergy participation in the election of
delegates to general, jurisdictional and central conferences.

Voting on changes to the church’s constitution occur in the year
following General Conference (every 4 years) to provide annual
conferences with time to familiarize themselves with the pro-
posed amendments.

All constitutional amendments must be approved by a two-thirds
vote of the total number of voting members of all annual confer-
ences worldwide. The Council of Bishops is expected to an-
nounce the results during its 2010 spring meeting.

Material will be available in the church office for anyone inter-
ested in more information regarding the Annual Conference. If
you have any questions or comments or anything you would like
to have presented at Annual Conference, please call me at 526-
2946 and I will be happy to discuss it with you.

Each year members of local churches are encouraged to help raise
money for global mission projects designated by the bishop. The
pastor or lay member of each church will take that money to An-
nual Conference where it will be collected during a special time
of the session. This year’s offering goal is $300,000 and will
benefit the following projects:

HAPPY SUMMER

Brazil: The Shade & Fresh Water project is a
national network of centers developed by the
Brazil Methodist Church to keep children off the
streets and away from gangs and drugs. Two
new Shade and Fresh Water centers to reach un-
derserved children will be established with these
funds..

Mozambique: $100,000 - will be used to up-
grade the United Methodist Theological Semi-
nary at Cambine Mission. This Seminary trains
future clergy and laity leaders to serve the needs
of the hundreds of new United Methodist
churches being established throughout this south-
eastern African nation.

Virginia: $100,000 - To benefit Pathways Minis-
tries located in Petersburg. Pathways works to
rebuild and strengthen the City of Petersburg and
surrounding counties by rehabilitating older
homes, building new affordable single family
homes, providing free medical and dental clinics,
and providing at-risk youth with education and
training for the work force by involving them in a
productive role rebuilding their communities.
