The 228™ Session of the Virginia Annual Con-
ference will be held at Norfolk Scope, June 13-
16. Craig Purcell will be attending as Ivey’s
Lay Leader to Annual Conference and I will be
attending as an at-large District Delegate to
Annual Conference. If you have any questions
regarding anything to do with Annual Confer-
ence, please contact one of us.

Each year, members of local churches are en-
couraged to help raise money for global mis-
sion projects designated by the bishop. The
pastor or lay representative of each church
will take that money to Annual conference
where it will be collected during a special time
of the session. This year’s offering goal is
$300,000. and will benefit the following lead-
ership development projects: Brazil:
$100,000; Mozambique: $100,000 and
$100,000 to Virginia.

The 2010 Va. Conference kit collection is be-
ing conducted to replenish the United Method-
ist Committee on Relief (UMCOR) supply. So
far, Ivey has prepared 50 School Kits, 21
Health Kits, and 20 Baby Kits. If you have not
donated to this worthy cause yet, there is still

time. In addition to the kits, we are asked to
give $1 per kit for processing and shipping,
and $1 per health kit for UMCOR to purchase
toothpaste.

This year, members of the 2010 Annual Con-
ference will be invited to participate in the
preparation of 100,000 meals through Stop
Hunger Now. Each packaged and sealed
meal, able to feed six people, is shipped to
those in need around the globe. The cost of
the meals will be $25,000. If you wish to do-
nate to this worthy project, make checks
payable to the church and designate them
for STOP HUNGER NOW.

Be still and know that I am God
Psalm 46:10 NIV

Right now, my life is crazy...the end of the semester
teaching at John Tyler, a new semester starting at the
end of the month, my sister’s wedding, a two week vaca-
tion, Isaiah’s homeschool testing...well, the list goes on
and on.. Through it all, I find peace by reading Psalm 46
in its entirety. It gives me a good deal of reassurance
that God is taking good care of everything. This verse let
me know that I should not be spending a lot of my time
uselessly thinking and fretting about what was going on
in my life. Can you relate to this kind of thinking?

God knows everything. That includes the smallest detail in
my life and yours. Do you ever wonder why this hap-
pened, why that might happen, or why is this happening
to me? God already has the answer to those questions. In
fact, He knew it before you were born! This verse fits very
nicely with another one of my favourite verses, Matthew
6:31-33: Seek first the Kingdom of God and all else will
be added to you.

What Matthew was telling us in these verses is this: listen
up children, quit worrying about everything, God is in
control, just focus on Him and He will give you whatever
you need. Now this doesn't mean you will get everything
you want, as the verse says, "He will give you everything
you NEED." There is clearly a difference there. Life is not

lives are determined by God and what He knows is best
for us.
