I thought the following article in 

the February, 2009 District Lead-

ership Log from our District Lay 

Leader Sally Mcgrath was so good, 

I'm repeating it almost verbatim in 

our newsletter. 

 

In Bishop Schnase's book "Five 

Practices of a Fruitful Congrega-

tion", he speaks of "passionate wor-

ship" as those times that we gather 

deliberately seeking an encounter 

with God in Christ.  God uses wor-

ship to transform lives, heal 

wounded souls, renew hope, shape 

decisions, provoke change, inspire 

compassion and bind people to-

gether.  Passionate worship de-

scribes an extraordinary eagerness 

to offer the best in worship, honor-

ing God with excellence.  It is not 

performance - it is expressing our 

love for God through devotion and 

celebration.  We need to be able to 

look beyond what we do to see with 

the eyes of faith what God does.  We 

aren't supposed to go to church to 

squeeze God into our lives, but to 

join our l ives  with  His. 

Do we attend worship with an air 

of expectancy?  Do we anticipate 

God speaking to us as we experi-

ence His presence? Although it is 

true that we expect the pastor and/or 

worship committee to 'provide' that 

worship experience for us, we have 

to bring something to the service as 

well.  The worship service is not for 

our entertainment or to make us 

feel good about going to church on 

Sunday - we have to bring that pas-

sion, expectation, anticipation and 

eagerness with us.

Stewardship is not an uncommon 

or unknown word in one’s congre-

gation.  However, it is sometimes 

a misunderstood word. Steward-

ship is the giving of one’s time, 

talent and resources to support 

the church (or other organiza-

tion).  President Theodore Roose-

velt had a stewardship philoso-

phy for the modern presidency. 

Environmental groups have put 

forth stewardship approaches for 

the planet. But most frequently 

it is used with a Christian church 

connotation.  

 

For the past two stewardship 

campaigns at Ivey Memorial 

UMC, Cassandra Dutrey-Ellis has 

rendered exceptional service as 

the leader of our program. She 

has done so while juggling family, 

education and a myriad of other 

commitments and yet managed 

to complete her course require-

ments for her PhD.  For Cassan-

dra, it is now time to complete 

that awesome task of researching 

and writing her dissertation and 

has asked to be replaced as the 

stewardship campaign chair.   

 

We are recruiting a new steward 

for stewardship and ask that you 

consider serving God, Ivey and 

our congregation in this role.
